Statements of what matters in learning are in each area of

learning and experience. These help you and your teachers think
about what you’re learning. As you learn, you’ll see how topics link to
each other, to work and to life.

Important skills for life

You will learn important life skills.

Creativity and innovation skills

You'’ll explore and use your imagination,
create plans and find solutions.

Critical thinking and
problem-solving skills

You'’ll ask questions, look at evidence,
make decisions and learn to solve
problems.

Personal effectiveness

You’ll learn to make the most of your time
and talents. You’ll get support to improve
your self-confidence, become aware

of different views and learn from your
mistakes.

Planning and organising skills

You’ll learn to manage your time, set
goals, make decisions and check your work.
